· Guitar, Bass, Piano, Harmonica, etc. – Wed., Jan 16th   3:00-4:30, room 005
· Play me a song/part of a song (2 minute limit).  There will be a piano and amp available at the audition.  I may ask you to try some things on your instruments to determine your skill level.  You don’t need to read music, and it doesn’t matter how good you are at your instrument.  There is a part somewhere for you.  
· Vocalists – Thurs., Jan 17th 3:00-4:30, room 005     
· Have a song/part of a song (2 minute limit) ready to sing acapella.  PLEASE pick something “bluesy” as that is the style in which you will be required to sing at the concert.  Keep in mind that while I would like to see you hit the right notes in your song, I am most interested in who has “soul.”  The blues is all about conviction and feeling, so if you can demonstrate that with your audition, then you’ll have a good shot at landing one of the lead parts.  Let me reassure you, however, that everyone who signed up will get a chance to sing.  We have a big group song (called a “field holler”) early on in the show where almost everyone will be on stage singing an acapella number.  There will also be a small background vocal group that will sing on some songs as well, so don’t be discouraged if you don’t get a lead part; there will still be somewhere in the show that you can perform.  I’m looking forward to hearing you sing and seeing you all on Tuesday.   If you cannot attend, please see me so we can work out an alternate time to audition.  

· Percussion- TBD

· There are spots on the drum kit, bongos/congas parts, as well as auxiliary percussion parts (tambourine, maracas, etc.)  Have a 2-5 minute audition prepared.  We will have a drum kit set up for you as well as hand drums and a tambourine.  Remember the blues is not fancy – its about the groove.  

· You will not get to pick your song for the concert – they are already determined, and you will be placed somewhere where I think you will have the greatest success.  I will try and find a part for everyone, though it may not be your first choice.  This year, I am also planning on bringing back some high school alumni, so available parts might be slightly more limited.
